Ø Sagrada familia  
Obviously	a	MUST	DO.	Don’t	go	to	the	last	
showing	of	the	day	because	you	do	not	want	to	be	
rushed	out.		Get	tickets	in	advance	and	skip	the	
always	insane	line!	

Ø Parque güell 
Another	obvious	MUST	DO.	Make	sure	you	pay	to	
go	inside.	It’s	absolutely	beautiful.	It’s	like	entering	
Jurassic	Park	(minus	the	dinos)	but	in	Gingerbread	
house	form…	

Ø Magic fountain at Montjüic (weekends only) 
While	I	wouldn’t	necessarily	go	out	of	my	way	to	
see	the	fountain,	the	light	show	is	really	pretty	and	
it’s	just	another	fun	way	to	pass	some	time	in	the	
city	in	the	evening.			

Ø Cathedral 
Wouldn’t	be	a	trip	to	Spain	without	seeing	a	
Cathedral…	But	it	is	a	nice	point	of	comparison	
between	a	more	typical	cathedral	and	the	Sagrada	
Familia.	Plus	it’s	free	between	9:30	–	12	and	after	
5	PM	

Ø Museums

Ø Montjüic castle
